QUAD COUNTY ATV CLUB MEETING

Meeting called to order by Dean Sabin at 9:05 a.m.  Roll Call -- Officers present were Dean Sabin, George Mann, Sam Van Horn, Carl Spurling, Jill Sabin, and Ardy Robertson.  Absent were Steve Buchholz, and Bill Bethke.  Other members in attendance were: Bertha and Chuck Jaenke, Jeanie and Willie Olson, Bob McBride, Jim McBride, Larry Smith, and John Stewart.

Secretary’s report from the October 1st, 2011 meeting was read by Ardy Robertson.  One correction was noted by Dean Sabin – at the meeting he attended the Eau Claire County Parks and Forest Committee did not actually open the trails to UTV use but rather recommended to the Eau Claire County Board that the trails be opened to UTV use from May to October in 2012.  After that correction was made, motion by Jill Sabin to accept the report, Sam Van Horn seconded and motion carried.

Treasurer’s report of income and expenses given by Jill Sabin.  Explanation of the clothing bill was noted that while it may seem somewhat high, a lot of the clothing is already spoken for, so will be paid by the person who ordered the clothing, and also the bill includes 100 can coolies for the 2012 Memorial Day event that were approved for purchase by motion at a previous meeting.  Motion by Carl Spurling to accept treasurer’s report as presented.  Motion seconded by Sam Van Horn, and carried.  Motion by Carl Spurling, seconded by Sam Van Horn, to pay the bills.  Motion carried.

Campground report – Larry Smith reported the campground has been winterized recently.  John Stewart and Willie Olson helped Larry with this project.

Memorial Day Event – Discussion on tickets.  Suggestions ranged from not having prize raffles at all this next time, and only having food and beverages available, to having the raffles as usual.  It was decided to have the raffles, and prizes were agreed upon as follows: 1st: $500 Cash; 2nd: 32-inch flat screen TV; 3rd: Meat Package (vendor to be determined); 4th: $25 Cash; and 5th: $25 Cash.  We will check around for the best place to get the tickets printed – colors decided upon were white tickets with black print, and we will have them be 6 for $5 as usual. Poker Run – It was decided to have the poker run be a part of the Memorial Day event with the poker run in progress for the full month of May to give everyone a chance to make it around to all the business stops.  The event will include drag racing on the track, along with mud races in the mud pit.  We will make an effort to get our posters up in March.  

Carl Spurling reported there will be Ice Races in Rock Dam January 22nd.  Jill Sabin made a motion to sponsor the peewee trophies again.  George Mann seconded the motion and it carried.

Club tractor – discussion on getting some repairs done to it.  John Stewart said he is willing to work on it over the winter.  Bob McBride will check with Steve Ellwood to see if he can work on it.

Trails – the trail behind the Sportsmen’s Club is in good condition now, and it will be closed to coincide with the closing of the Eau Claire County trail system in the spring to prevent damage, and will be reopened when the county trails open.  Clark County trails have now been closed to ATV use for the winter, and will only be open during deer hunting from after shooting hours to 11 p.m. for retrieving deer.

Dirt Flinger Pulling Event – discussion on whether club will be sponsoring the pull again next summer.  Motion by Sam Van Horn, seconded by Charlie Jaenke, to allow the committee to get started on scheduling and planning the event.  Motion carried. Committee is made up of Bob McBride, Jim McBride, George Mann, and Carl Spurling.

Grants – discussion on possibility of applying for a grant for such things as a fence, holding tank, and bleachers.  Dean Sabin will look into applying.

Trail Maps – Willie Olson has all the information for the committee to begin work on the new trail maps.  Committee consists of Willie Olson, John Stewart, Carl Spurling, George Mann, and Dean Sabibn.  They set a meeting for Saturday, December 10th at 9 a.m. at the restaurant in Fairchild.

Motion to adjourn made by Carl Spurling, seconded by Willie Olson, and carried.  No meeting in December -- next meeting will be held Saturday, January 7th, at 9 a.m. at the Mastin Center, downtown Fairchild.
